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The Marine Monitoring Officer 2 role involves operational survey activities working on a Coastal Survey Vessel. Occasional RIB work is also involved. A background in the marine sector is preferable. Any experience you have of delivering boat based marine survey work and/or lab analysis is also an advantage. All training will be provided once joining the EA. 
You will be required to work extended periods away from home which includes 12 weekends a year (commonly one a month). Our contract with the vessel operators allocates us the first 16 days of every month to carry out our survey work. You are required to work during this period up to a maximum of 12 days continuous in any given period. 8-10 days is more typical.
The role is an annualised hours contract which attracts a 15% allowance on top of the basic salary amount. Most of these hours are worked monthly during the 16-day period, subject to weather conditions. 
Outside of your shift on the vessel, you will be required to complete any data, project, or admin tasks. After which you can take TOIL once your hours and tasks are completed for the month.

Location
You will be typically working on a coastal survey vessel that operates between Berwick on Tweed and Great Yarmouth carrying out water quality sampling. You will also have opportunities to work on other coasts and to undertake other types of monitoring work including sediment grabbing, trawling and drop-down video surveys.  Accommodation will either be onboard the vessel in a harbour or marina or in a nearby hotel depending on the survey requirements.
Many of our staff members are based in Peterborough. Therefore, it is desired that the role holder will be based here, to encourage team interaction or close to where your vessel operates, to minimise travel time.
The Team
The Estuarine and Coastal Survey team deliver the EA Marine Monitoring Programme for the Environment Agency.
This includes water and ecological monitoring undertaken throughout England and in partnership with NRW. Our vision is for improved and protected inland and coastal waters. Our monitoring programme is planned under many different drivers, from International, to local drivers. 
Our monitoring provides us with reliable data and allows us to report on the state of the environment and trends. Our monitoring also feeds into Environmental Quality Standards Directive, and Water Environment Regulations amongst others. 
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
